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 I ñsat downò with Dan Snow in cyberspace to talk about his latest environmental 
construction and to delve into the process of creating works of art with stone.  
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Dan is a friend and a neighbour.  And his work makes my jaw drop.  It is seemingly 
fragile and solid at the same time. Unfailingly, the work communicates with the 
landscape.  These stone constructions are not outsiders, yet they challenge 
preconceptions of what stone can do?  Itôs kind of a superman moment:  Itôs a bird, 
itôs a plane, itôs a stone work by Dan Snow. 

His work has been featured in The New York Times, Washington Post, and the Los 
Angeles Times, as well as numerous other publications.  He is the subject of the 
documentary film, Stone Rising.  He lives in Dummerston, Vermont, USA. 

 

Q:   Can you talk about your process and how you work with clients? 

A: As the sculptor Carl Andre said about his process, "I don't have art ideas.  I 
have art desires."  That's the way it's for me, as well.  I don't have a "to do" list I can 
pick from to offer an idea to a client.  My mind's not a shopper's catalogue of yet-to-
be-built objects.  The desire to make something in the landscape blossoms at a 
particular time and in a particular place.
